The Ogle County Juvenile Justice Council

The Juvenile Justice Council was created to improve the juvenile justice system across the state of Illinois. Recently The Council, headed by Ben Roe, State’s Attorney is working on developing a county wide juvenile justice plan to help prevent and deter juvenile crime, delinquency and in return improve graduation rates. The plan will incorporate principles of the Balanced and Restorative Justice model, which recognizes that the offender, the victim and the wider community play an equal role in addressing the problems unique to juvenile offenders, while holding each minor directly accountable for his or her behavior. 

The Ogle County Juvenile Justice Council contracted with the University of Illinois College of Medicine/Health Systems Research to prepare and complete a County needs assessment. The needs assessment includes information on youth services and programs and youth indicators as well as surveys from School Districts, Law Enforcement, and local Youth all of the information will be review and then used to develop our county-wide plan.

The goal of the Juvenile Justice Council is to ensure that all juveniles will be productive, striving young people who respect their community, their parents, themselves, authority figures, and who obey the laws of society.  The Council will present the plan to the community in the spring of 2009.
