ALTERNATIVE TO SUSPENSION 
DRESS AND CONDUCT CODE

1) Absolutely no hats are to be worn in the building.

2) Pants must fit appropriately.

· Pants must stay at waist with out having to be pulled up. No over sized pants are allowed.

· Absolutely no under clothing should ever be seen.

· No short shorts or skirts.  Items must be worn no shorter than 6 inches above the knee.

3) Appropriate shirts only – No obscene/alcohol/drug/smoking writing or pictures on shirts.

· If your shirt no longer touches your pants/shorts when you lift your arms to the sky then it is too short.

· No low cut shirts

· No tight fitting shirts

· No tank tops
4) No gang related colors or signs.  (Crowns etc) if you have questions please ask prior to attending.  
5) Girls are only allowed to wear earrings in ears. 
6) Boys are not allowed earrings at all.

7) Chain necklaces are allowed but only small pendants 1 inch or less can be worn.

8) All tattoos are to be covered with clothing or band-aids prior to being arrival.
9) Hair is to be kept neat and clean. 
10) No inappropriate language is to be used this includes cussing, racial slurs, verbal threats, and any thing else identified by staff as being inappropriate. 
*If you wear something inappropriate you will be asked to change into donated items, or turn your clothes inside out.

If you have a question ask before you get here.  Just because you make it here with inappropriate clothing on does not mean you won’t be held responsible.

*If you have intentions of using available recreation time in the gym please wear tennis shoes or bring some with you. Violations of dress code could result in losing access to privileges or attendance in alternative program.
Personal thoughts from the Reporting Center Staff: Through out our experiences with the Reporting Center we have developed this dress code. It is not for kids to question us on why, or to stop kids from looking stylish or to keep you from the current fads.  We do not wish to hear about what your parents allow you to wear or what the school policies are, our only concern is while you are here in the Reporting Program. Furthermore it is our opinion that jewelry is meant to be an accent, not a main focal point, therefore turning yourself into a pincushion, or wearing necklaces that weigh you down will need to be accomplished on your own time and are not allowed here.
