ALTERNATIVE TO SUSPENSION GUIDELINES/CONSEQUENCES
All who enter the Ogle County Reporting Program are required to sign this document stating that they will follow the guidelines of the program.  
1. No physical contact will be tolerated what so ever.   What you find to be just playing around may not be viewed that way by the other person.  Invading the space of others causing them to feel uncomfortable is also not allowed.

2. Destruction of Reporting Center/Focus House property or property of other minors in the program will not be tolerated.  Criminal charges will be filed
3. Theft of Reporting Center/Focus House property or property of other minors in the program will not be tolerated.   Criminal charges will be filed.

4. Pockets and book bags can and may be searched at any time.  All cell phones must be turned in at the beginning of the day and will be returned at the end of the day. No IPOD’s, hand held games or other inappropriate items will be allowed. Items deemed inappropriate will be taken and returned to parents at a later arranged date.

5. No food/beverage is to be taken without staff permission.
6. Additional assignments will be assigned that address the incident that occurred at school and resulted in the referral to the reporting center.
7. ALL minors are responsible for bringing school books and materials to work on each day.  In addition, you need to bring extra credit materials, and an appropriate book to read.  If student does not bring sufficient material, community service projects or other chores or life skill tasks will be assigned.
8. In addition, students must abide by guidelines of home school.

9. Students must arrive between 8:00 & 8:30.
By signing this document, you agreed to not only follow the guidelines but will accept the consequences of your actions if you choose not to do so.
